3. African Livelihoods— Based in Africa

· Develop partnerships that integrate efforts to reduce poverty in sub-Saharan Africa.

4. Rainfed Wheat Systems— Based in Central or West

· Knowledge of dryland farming systems and an understanding of efficient water use in dryland ecologies.

5. Tropical Ecosystems— Based in Latin America

· Develop and implement strategic themes within tropical ecosystems to maximize the impact of crop-based production systems on poverty alleviation.

· Focus on the inter-relations of agriculture and natural resource management in specific production systems.
6. Intensive Agro-ecosystems— Based in Asia

· Develop and implement strategic themes within intensive agroecological areas to maximize the impact of crop based production systems on poverty alleviation.

· Focus on the inter-relations of agriculture and natural resource management in specific production systems.

Each Program Director must possess the following qualifications:

· Ph.D. or equivalent in a relevant field with 10+ years of research experience, including at least three years of research management.

· Strong record in applied research and delivering research products.

· Innovativeness and the ability to bring new ideas and approaches.

· Excellent communication skills in written and spoken English. Knowledge of other, pertinent languages is an asset.

· Ability to manage multi-disciplinary, outcome-oriented research teams and to work effectively as a member of an interdisciplinary, multicultural team.

· Experience in developing country agriculture.

· Experience in fundraising, preferably in relation to International Development Agencies.
